LOAD-IN AREA

The loading door is at street level and is located on Lake Street between Dearborn and Clark Streets.  Trailers must have a maximum height of no greater than 13’-6”.  All trailers must be brought in by a single axle trailer.  Contact Goodman Production office to coordinate trucking needs.  The dimension of the door opening: 11’ 2” wide x 12’2” high.  The loading doors are about 100’ from where the stage starts.  The stage is at street level.

All materials loaded into or out of the theatre must be done during an arranged crew call with Goodman carpenters and/or stagehands.

ORCHESTRA PIT

The orchestra pit in the Albert Theatre is constructed by removing traps from the deck on the downstage edge of the proscenium.  The locations of these traps are noted on the scaled ground plan.  The upstage most edge of the standard orchestra pit is located 3’10” upstage of the plaster line. There are 2 other configurations for the orchestra pit, for exact details contact the Goodman Theatre Production Office. Entrances to the pit are through the basement trap area.
DRESSING ROOMS

Two (2) Stage level “star” dressing rooms are located at stage level.  Dressing area is 10’-11” X 7’ with an adjacent private shower and toilet facility.

Additional dressing rooms are shared between the Albert and the Owen Theatres:

Six (6) - Two person dressing rooms with sinks (11’ X 7’)

Two (2) - Six person dressing rooms with sinks (11’ X 15’)

Five (5) - Six person dressing rooms with sinks (adjacent to shower/restroom facilities) (11’ X 15’)

WARDROBE

A wardrobe prep room is located in the basement near dressing rooms, equipped with washer, dryer and steam iron.  A second wardrobe prep room is located behind the Albert theatre near the star dressing rooms equipped with a steam iron.
CROSSOVER

Onstage crossover dimensions as determined by the last line set in use for a production.  There is a crossover hallway that runs upstage of the stage area, and is accessed UL and UR.  

QUICK CHANGE AREAS

There are two (2) costume change areas located in the UL and UR doorways to the backstage crossover hallway.  Additional portable quick-change booths are available.

STAGE FLOOR

Floor is all black.  Trapped area consists of 3’-3” x 6’-6” platforms, aluminum framed with 1” plywood covered with a pvc liner, with sound deadening on underside of platform.  Floor around trapped area is 2 layers or ¾” plywood with ¼” masonite
